ActioNet Attendance Policy:
If a member is absent (not present personally or through a substitute) from 4 or more regular ActioNet weekly membership meetings in any given six calendar month period, the Member's category shall be opened, and the opening shall be announced to the general membership.
If a Member's category is opened, he or she is welcome to remain a member until the category is closed; provided that if any member is absent from 6 meetings in any 6 month period of time, the Membership Committee may vote to expel the member.
A member whose category has been opened may reapply for membership by paying the then current application fee. The Membership Committee may or may not approve the application. If the application is approved, the Member's classification shall again be closed, and the absence tally shall be set at zero.
In making its determination, the Membership committee shall consider the following factors:
· The Member's past and probable future contributions to ActioNet, including but not
limited to referrals and membership recruitment;
· The likelihood that absence will continue to be a problem for the Member;
· The likelihood that a replacement member could be located for the classification who
will be able to regularly attend meetings (individually or through a substitute).
· The Member's past and present commitment to ActioNet.
Where a member misses a meeting because of an unexpected circumstance, which leaves the member without opportunity to locate a substitute, or if despite diligent efforts, a member is unable to locate a substitute, the member is encouraged to communicate the circumstances giving rise to the absence to the Vice President of Membership as soon after the absence as is possible.   Doing so will not "excuse" the absence, but the Member's concern regarding the absence may be relevant to the Membership committee in determining whether, in the Committee's opinion, the Member remains committed to ActioNet (which might be relevant to the Membership Committee in determining whether to approve an application to renew membership of a member whose classification is open).


Rewarding perfect attendance  (as of January 2008)

The Board may reward and recognize perfect attendance by announcing prior month’s perfect attendees, distributing prizes as available and by giving a reward in the form of free dues for a determined time, funds permitting.
